          GOOD READING HABITS

There are various kinds of reading. An example is reading aloud. The more you read aloud, the better you become at pronouncing words. When reading aloud, you read groups of words as opposed to individual words. Make sure you pause after reading each group of words for better understanding. To make your reading livelier, vary your tone depending on the material you are reading. In case you are reading in front of an audience, occasionally lift up your head to look at them. Do not underestimate the value of reading aloud. It may determine your future career whose main skill may be reading aloud. Some of these careers news broadcasting, preaching and teaching.

     Speed reading is another type of reading. This involves reading any material very fast and grasping the meaning of the material at the same time. This type of reading is essential because you are able to read a lot within a short period of time. In addition, speed reading is an excellent way of keeping yourself abreast of current affairs.

      It is possible to improve one’s speed of reading.Firstly,you need to develop the habit of buying books to read or borrowing them from the library.Next,you should set aside reading time during the day that is quiet and free of distractions. Select a comfortable chair to sit on while reading. Try and vary your reading from magazines to textbooks.

      To start off, you will need to clear the reading environment of distractions such as music playing, mobile phones ringing, for maximum comprehension.Next, time yourself and assess your current reading speed. This will help you determine whether you are making progress or not in subsequent readings. You can assess your reading speed by checking how long it takes you to read one full page. Do this for several pages over a span of time and calculate the average count.

      As you read, try and get the main idea. If you are reading a newspaper for example, the aim is to get a general idea of what various items are all about.Therefore, titles of stories, the first sentence in each paragraph and other highlighted information can assist in this exercise.

      As much as possible, do not re-read if you keep re-reading, it can develop into a habit without being aware of it. Other poor habits that will hamper your speed reading include pronouncing words to yourself or saying the words in your head. All these habits slow down speed reading.
