(5x1 mrks) 

· They were searching for pasture and water for their livestock

· Their territory  had been attacked by hostile neighbours/ external attack

· Outbreak of natural calamities e.g. drought and famine

· Family and clan conflicts 

· Some cushites migrated in search of land for settlement 

· Some migrated due to the spirit of adventure

· Population pressure forced them to move south 

· The Borana were running away from Ethiopia because they did not want to pay taxes 

(b)Describe the social organisation of the Luo in Kenya during the pre-colonial period









(5x2 mrks) 

· The family was the basic social unit

· Members of one clan were not allowed to marry

· They believed in creator God and they had sacred shrines and trees

· They Luo hor--- ancestral spirits 

· They had religious leaders who performed the ritual function 

· The Luo youth went through initiation at puberty which involved extraction of six lower teeth after which they were allowed to marry 

· They had informed education in the community 

· Division of labour was done according to gender and age

19.  (a) State three reasons that made Omani Arabs rulers to have intrest in establishing their control over Kenyan coast

· They wanted to establish and expand their commercial empire

· They wanted to benefit from the lucrative trade between the Kenyan coast and outside world  

· They wanted to assist the people in ending Portuguese rule

· They wanted to establish permanent settlements at the Kenyan coast

· They were running away from religion and political persecution

· They were also attracted by pleasant climate of the coast islands 

(b) Explain six economic contributions of Seyyid to the economy of Kenya in the 19th century

· He encouraged long distance trade in the interior

· He stated plantations of millet and in Malindi 

· He encouraged the people of members to grow coconuts

· The Mijikenda traded with the Arabs in commodities like ivory, cattle and grain

· He introduced a money based-economy to replace the barter trade

· He established peace along the Kenyan coast which promoted trade

· He invited Indian Banyans who were money leaders and hence promoted trade 

· He gave protection to the caravan traders

· Through his promotion of slave trade he provided cheap labour in the plantation in Malindi and Mombasa
