One thing to look out for though is what is called “spiders”, programmers that pluck CVs from one job site for use by another – your CV could end up with your boss.  You are therefore advised to date your CV and check the sites that are protected from “spiders”

As human beings, we are social animals.  If you are trying to trace someone, forget about combing directories.  Now, most search engines have “people finder” programmes to help track relatives, schoolmates or old friends.

Besides you can call overseas for the price of a local call through the Net.  All you need is a computer with speakers, a microphone sound card and some software.  The sound quality is equivalent to that of a mobile phone.
