· It provided that the governor in consultation with regional authorities and the Prime Minister appoints Chief Justice.

· It provided for six regional governments and assemblies whose power included control 

· of land, education, health and the police.

· It entrenched rules of citizenship, fundamental rights of citizen’s and amendment procedures.

· It specially provided for the establishment of the public service commission and the 

· central land board to ensure fair and effective government.

ii.The Bakopi (peasants )



iii.Budhu (slaves )


- Buganda has a traditional religion, lubaale where they worshipped their god called Katonda


- Kabaka was the head of religious and he was believed to have super human powers.


- The community believed on existence of ancestral spirits.


- Had religious leaders who included prophets and medicinemen who guided


- The Buganda wore clothes made of beads.


- Kabaka practiced polygamy i.e the community was a polygamous community.


- They preserved the umbilical cords of Kabaka, royal jawbones and royal tombs to ensure that the    part was remembered.

- Availability of Iron ore
23. (a) Give the factors that led to the growth of Kilwa as an urban centre.  (3 marks)

- Able leadership provided by shirazi leaders (sultans) who kept enemies away.

-The strategic position of Kilwa enabled her to attract merchants as it was convenient stopping place.


- Gold trade: Kilwa was able to control this trade with Sofala.


- Kilwa had beautiful building such as the Great mosque and palace. The mosque became a strong 
hold of Muslims.

- Migration of many people to urban centers led to over crowding/ rural urban migration.


- Increase in urban population put pressure on limited social amenities such as hospitals and 
schools.

- There was the problem of unemployment.


- Emergency of social evils in urban centers.


- Outbreak of diseases due to poor sanitation.

-The golden stool acted as a religious and symbol of unity.


-They had the annual odwira festivals which united the kingdom by making the state rulers to be 
 
loyal to the Asante.


- They worshipped gods through ancestors who acted as intermediaries between gods and people.


-The Asante was a stratified society i.e. rulers, assistants, wealthy, commoners and slaves.


-They made sacrifices to their gods.


-They believed in the existence of the ancestral spirits/life after death.


-They practiced creative arts e.g. dancing, singing, sculpture etc.


- In the 19th century, the Asante people were converted to Islam.
