b. i) ways in which sedimentary rocks are formed

  1. Mechanically formed sedimentary rock

    - they are rocks formed from weathered and eroded rock fragment carried by water, ice, wind and redeposit in layers water or land. The materials become compressed together under pressure to form arock.

  2. Organically formed sedimentary rock.

       - These are rocks formed from the remains of dead animals or plants, some of which accumulate in lakes or land to form sedimentary rock.

 3. Chemically formed sedimentary rock

       - This is where mineral particles are dissolved from land and are carried in solution form into water bodies such as lakes and seas. The mixing of water result in reaction followed by precipitation of sediment. These accumulations at the bottom of the water bodies are compressed to form a rock.
